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Directions to Hampstead cedar swamp: off of Kent Farm Road 
just south of Depot Road. Access via gravel pit/industrial park 

just north of town dump. Most trees are dead near road, but there 
may be intact remnants farther in. 

Any of the lily pad covered ponds in this area are 
potential sites for Scarlet Bluet (Enallagma pictum)
